WHAT IS PROTESTANT ECUMENISM?

During the course of the succeeding centuries,
the envious serpent continued to pour fresh
venom into the generations of men which
followed.

Such ideas were initially passed down to the
western world by the gurus of Hinduism. For
example, over a century ago during a visit to
America, Suami Vivekananda said that “If one
religion is true, then all the others are also
true... We, hindus, not only accept, but also
unite with every religion, praying in the
mosque of the Muslim, worshipping in front of
the fire of the Zoroastrian and kneeling before
the Cross of the Christian”. Today, this idea
has dangerously seeped into the entire
Christian world.

It is indeed true that the enticing song of the
satanic serpent is heard with pleasure by
masses of Orthodox Christians, even by their
leaders. There are frequent meetings, actions
and functions through which this satanic idea
is promoted. Already, the first temples of this
monstrous pseudo religion have been created.
In Germany, in the heart of Berlin, in the
district of Petriplatz, a temple is being built in

which Christians, Muslims and Jews will be
able to pray together. The “Home of the One”,
as it has been named, will constitute a church,
a synagogue and a mosque within the same
building. The architectural plans have been
approved and soon the impious temple will be
ready. Rabbi, Imams and Pastors declare their
enthusiasm  concerning the pioneering
undertaking. Unfortunately, something similar
has been planned for the Orthodox Church of
St Nicholas, which is under construction, after
its destruction along with the Twin Towers at
“Ground Zero” in New York. The American
authorities  would not approve the
construction of the church except under the
condition that the building would also provide
prayer rooms for other religions.

In this way, the truth is betrayed under the
pretence of love. Christ becomes one of many
“saviours”. The apostolic heritage “no other
name under heaven given among men by
which we must be saved”, (Acts 4:12) that the
only true God and Saviour of the world is
Christ, is stepped all over and it is degraded
impudently. The strict apostolic order: “what
communication can there be between light and
darkness? And what accord has Christ with
Belial?” (B’ Cor. 6:14-15) is violated cold-
bloodedly. A new betrayal is taking place in
the ever holy space of the blameless faith.

The vital and inevitable question is as follows:
Don’t the leaders of the Church who have a
primary role in these movements see any
problem in this? Do they not question their
views? Do they not consider that the “endo-
Christian” and “pan-religious” unity which they
promote might prepare the way for the
greatest illusion of all centuries, the pseudo-
unity of the era of apostasy and the Antichrist?

Where do they base their ecstatic enthusiasm?
Do they not see the “signs of the times”? Do
they not understand that our world is being
driven towards totalitarianism with one world
government and one world religion? What

DEFENDER OF ORTHODOXY

“These people...”

The issue of faith, as it was handed over to us
by the Apostles and by the Apostolic Fathers
and all of the Fathers of the One, Holy,
Catholic and Apostolic Church, is not ONLY a
matter for the Patriarchs, Bishops and
Archbishops, nor even just for the Ecumenical
Councils, it is also a matter for the Body of the
Church. Even the decisions of the Ecumenical
Councils must be accepted by the conscience
of the Church.

This applied, applies and will always apply.
Furthermore, when we speak about the
Church, we do not only mean the clergy, from
the Deacon to the Patriarch, but we mean
clergy and laity. In this way, the Orthodox
Faith, the truth of the Gospel, was preserved,
in spite of the assaults of the heretics of all
ages from the apostolic age until today.

Consequently, whatever theological dialogue
occurs between the Orthodox Christians and
the Catholic/papists, whatever decision is
taken by the Great Synod of Crete, it CANNOT
BE VALIDATED, if this decision is not accepted
by “these people”, as it is underlined by THE
DECLARATION OF THE PATRIARCHS OF THE
EAST IN 1848. Even less likely of validation is a
possible unification, which in essence will not
be a unification but a submission of
Orthodoxy to papism, to the Vatican state.
The Pope does not withdraw from his un-
orthodoxies even in the slightest. A secret
unification cannot take place without the
conscience of the people.

For this reason, when such a unification took

gueen of the cities was under tragic
circumstances at the time that she was in
danger of being captured by the Agarines, it
was never validated. Under no circumstances
will one, or even a thousand, unifications be
accepted by “these people”, the conscience of
the Church, as it is expressed in the
Declaration of 1848.

Even today, that the theological dialogues
continue, and the Great Council takes place,
with the “danger” of “unification” “these
people” are in a constant state of vigilance.
Just as a “roaring lion” and at a certain
moment they will emerge to reverse a possible
unification, which would in essence signify
submission of the Truth to a lie, of Truth to a
deception. Irrespective of how many clever
theologian diplomats the Vatican has at its
disposal, the pope-caesar of that state, God
along with the Orthodox people, even only
with the remnants of the Lord, will decisively
stand up and will shout out to the East and
West, to the North and South, the Archangelic
voice, Archangel Michael’s voice, as he
watched the fall of Lucifer’s order of angels:
“LET US STAND WELL; Let us stand with fear;
Let us attend!”

Even if there are ecclesiastical agents pushing
for UNIFICATION, there also exists a
movement which although relatively silent, is
AGAINST  UNIFICATION. In matters of
Orthodoxy, in matters of faith, there is no
room for compromise.

This spirit of the people is expressed in the
Gerontikon by Abba Agathona’s example:
Someone accused him of being an adulterer, a
harlot, a miser, a glory seeker and the like. The
Abba heard these accusations but remained
silent. When, however, he was accused of
being a heretic he jumped up like a spring and
proclaimed: “l may be a sinner, but | am not a
heretic!” The people may have sins which they
acknowledge, but as far as their faith is
concerned, they too jump up high and
proclaim “Yes, we are sinners, but heretics we
are not!”

Brethren,

A contemporary incident is a classic example.
A Protestant approached a shepherd who was
sitting on the low stone wall of a church while
he watched his flock of sheep. The Protestant,
with the intention of proselytism asked him:
“What do you believe in?” and the shepherd,
hitting his rod against the wall of the Holy
Temple, replied: “Whatever she believes”. The
Protestant then replied: “And what does she
believe?” The shepherd, hitting his chest,
answered: “Whatever | believe too!” and so
the Protestant departed.

Great milestones! Everlasting symbols! Bright
indicators who instruct and guide generations
of people! Such proved to be the “bright
stars”, the “myrrh-bearing blossoms of
paradise”, the “golden mouths of the Logos”,
the champions of the Orthodox faith, the
Fathers of the Ecumenical Councils.

Today, the Orthodox world pays homage to
them and rightly so. Because it was due to
their struggles and sacrifices, that the victory
of the ORTHODOX CHURCH over a variety of
adversaries was won.

The nations, before the coming of Christ, had
their own religious convictions and views. In
the midst of such a chaos of convictions
emerged Christianity.

the Fourth Ecumenical Council, as well as the
Fathers of the other Ecumenical Councils,
fought against the various un-orthodoxies and
heresies amidst dramatic conflicts,
persecutions and exiles. Due to their reactions,
the Orthodox faith was saved, pure and
authentic, so that today we can follow the
correct direction, as it was taught by Christ
and His Apostles.

This is what is confirmed by the history of the
Church. It is filled with the struggles and

POLYhARPOS VAGENAS

The sickly and small built Panayiotis Vagenas
as he was known in the world, (1924 Xilokastro
— 1984 Kefallonia) was devoted from a young
age to spreading the life-giving message of the
Cross and the Resurrection, during the
Interwar Years and the painful decade of 1940,
as it was understood by those who supported
the people of God at the front line.

Dedicated as he was from the very outset to
the service of others, while a layman he firstly
served as a secondary teacher in Kefallonia
and elsewhere. And when he entered the path
of Christ, as a priest, he exceeded his more
humble beginnings beside his elder, the martyr
Metropolitan of Lemnos, and subsequently
Trikala, Dionysius Haralambous who bore the
stigmata of the passion of Christ from the pain
of the Asia Minor Catastrophe and the German
concentration camps. Reverend Father
Dionysius together with Polykarpos put in
practice the early Christian community of
simplicity and love, cleansed from all forms of
pietism and self-sufficiency.

family estate and free he fully gave himself to
his flock. Voluntary poverty is a sacrifice of
existence and not only a sacrifice of
possessions. The struggle for poverty and the
lack of possessions was for him a journey
towards likeness with the Humble One who
had nowhere to rest his head and a response
to His word to seek the Heavenly Kingdom,
and denying every welfare of the flesh, not to
concern himself with tomorrow. Consumed by
yearning for the only Wealthy One, the pauper
of the Lord gave his heart to the whole world,
became a pure sacrifice according to the
example of the One who out of love reached
the ultimate Humility.

This saintly man of God, who never rested
unless he was sure that every needy member
of his flock had something to eat, had no
money left from his wages by the first few days
of each month. He wore vestments so worn
out that even the poorest of priests would
have been embarrassed and he had shoes full
of holes or patched up.
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Furthermore, he sanctified his existence with
the askisi of virginity and struggled in
obedience to his elder, so that with the
withdrawal from his own will, he imitated the
kenosis of the obedient unto death, Christ, and
offered this sacrifice as a gift for His love.

Moreover, for all his life he was dedicated to
fasting, vigils, bodily toils with generosity and
meekness. And he secretly shed sweat and
blood, remaining uncompromising in his
determination not to rest his body in spite of
his illnesses. When he would visit Mount
Athos he did not accept being welcomed with
the honours of a bishop. He was more
comfortable in the caves of hermits and
ascetics, where he would put on an apron and
wash their meagre utensils.

For the Metropolitan of Corfu, Polykarpos, the

uneducated, all his fellowmen were friends for
him. He accompanied them on their walks, at
their bedside when they were ill, as a helper in
their sorrow and in the solution of any of their
problems, in their moments of joy.

His gift of communication with others helped
him and as bishop, in his work as a spiritual
guide. Everybody felt comfortable with him to
speak freely, to unravel his pain and problems,
to confess his sins, to reveal his concerns and
expectations.

He made you feel as though you were the
centre of his interest and your problem the
only one he had. His concern was your
happiness and salvation. What a plethora of
problems did his sickly shoulders bear!

did he lift up! His joy was to become a
conductor of Divine Grace to the troubled
human souls through the mystery of
repentance.

His spiritual children write: “With his greeting
alone he transmitted the joy of the Gospel, the
joy of the Resurrection, while his glance
combined sweetness with sincere concern and
love. We are the beloved children of God, and
this is sufficient for us to be happy, leaving our
cares to our Father”. Father Polykarpos was
the mystery of paternal love. He was the
transfusion of life. He would transfuse Christ
to you.

HIS GOVERNANCE IN KEFALLONIA

The true prelate is a universal man who
belongs to everyone but not to himself. Father
Polykarpos was able to make his life divine
prey, like the bread of Christ baked in the coal
fire of the Holy Spirit so that all the hungry
ones would be satisfied. This is why he did not
pay attention to his recurring heart failures, his
tiring frequent travels and the increase in his
workload during his governance in Kefallonia
too.

“The people of Kefallonia would have certainly
offered him all of the conveniences, if he
wished. However, he preferred deprivation.
Many times he would be seen making his way
to a nearby local restaurant after the tiring
completion of the daily tasks. He would lift his
small bucket like a beggar who didn’t dare sit
on a chair, and they would place the portion
he had paid for inside it; and he would return
to his quarters, a poor almost deserted home.
During summer it was unbearably hot. During
winter it was like a refrigerator. His life, which
was regulated by love and by the Holy Spirit,
the wise tactics in dealing with each matter,
the simplicity in his contact with people,
succeeded in reconciling the divided (from the
differences with the Metropolitan Procopius)

“At the beginning there was a portion of
people that doubted him. Father Polykarpos
would find out who they were and would go to
their homes. When he went, everyone and
everything changed. However, humility is
required. He also had discretion. His poverty
made an impression. He was simple. He never
carried a stick in the city. He would conceal his
episcopal amulet. He used to travel on public
transport. His whole presence was a lesson.
What denial of himself! What self-sacrifice!
Submission to the mercy of God! Extreme
fasting.”

He changed the inhabitants of Kefallonia based
on what he was. He succeeded quietly,
without public exposure. He gave to all to
drink the water of forgetting the past. Water
that he sourced from the perspiration of his
face and with the understanding that his tired
heart was on the verge of failure. “For | am
already being poured out as a drink offering,
and the time of my departure is at hand”, he
would say with wisdom.

On the Sunday of the Veneration of the Holy
Cross, on the eve of the Annunciation of the
Virgin Mary, he conducted the service at the
church of the Metropolis. There he thanked
and bid farewell the inhabitants of Kefallonia.
In the afternoon, he attended the litany of the
Evangelistria at Faraklata. In the Sanctuary
before exiting for the procession he made a
prostration before everyone. He literally
crawled along the road. He was in pain and
could not stand. He fell. He was carrying the
Cross on his shoulder and in his hand and in his
life.

When he first went to Kefallonia there was no
official welcome for him. When he was taken
deceased to the airport, he was escorted by all
the people of the island. His passing left a mark
on the whole island of Kefallonia as well as
that of Corfu.

“He was the light on the lamp and with the
final deed of his life, all that constitutes the

WHY IS IT NOT €CUMENICAL?

Is the Orthodox Church an Ecumenical Church?
Is it self-consciously universal or unique? This,
at least, is emphasised in the Nicaean Creed:
“One Holy, Catholic and Apostolic Church”.

If those who for fifty years have been
preparing the so-called “Holy Great Council”
accept the Ecumenical nature of the Orthodox
Church, then why are they afraid to refer to it
as “Ecumenical Council”? We have serious

council, such as the one which is to take place
in June in Crete, can in fact be characterised as
Ecumenical.

Neither an “ecumenical” clergy exists today,
nor is the whole of the Church prepared to
accept a council as an ecumenical one, nor are
the proposed topics of discussion of
ecumenical significance, nor is it called for
issues of faith for the rejection of heresies or
for matters of moral transgressions.

However, the leaders of the materialisation of
the so-called “Great Council” do not refer to
the council as “ecumenical” for other reasons.
They avoid such a term because the so-called
“confessions” (heretical schemes and schisms),
such as the Catholics and Protestants, do not
participate. The breaking away of heretics
from the body of the Church though, does not
reduce the Church’s universality, as his
Eminence Seraphim, the Bishop of Piraeus,
also stresses.

This raises the question: Did the Monophysites
participate in the Councils subsequent to the
Fourth Ecumenical Council? No, they did not.
Why was the presence of those who had been
cut off, not deemed necessary then, so that a
Council could be characterised as
“Ecumenical”, and now because certain
heretical branches do not participate (they
cannot participate), application of the term
“Ecumenical” is deferred ... for the future?

Another more serious question arises: For the
organisers of the “Great Council” are there two
realities, in other words, both the One Church
and the multitude of Churches? In the pre-
synodic text entitled “The relationship
between the Orthodox Church to the Rest of
the Christian World”, the heretics who are
outside the Church are sometimes referred to
as “Churches”, sometimes as “Confessions”
and sometimes as “sister Churches”!

In other words, do they accept the theory “of

the branches”? According to this theory, the

constitute equivalent branches of the same
tree and so the branches must unite in order
to reconstitute the tree!

The truth, however, lies elsewhere. While the
tree does in fact exist, “some of the branches
were broken off” (Rom. 11:17-19). The
branches have been cut off. If someday they
are to be “grafted on”, reunited with the
Truth, they will be members of the Church.

This is the fundamental task of a Council,
which wishes to be a continuation of the
Ecumenical Councils. IT IS TO DESIGNATE THE
HERETICS which have emerged during the
course of so many centuries. IS
CATHOLICISM/PAPISM A HERESY? IS
PROTESTANTISM A HERESY? IS MILLENNIALISM
A HERESY? Is there an Ecumenical Council
which did not deal with those who had broken
away from the faith, that is, the heretics?

Why are we afraid to set the boundaries and
to declare an anti-heretical testimony for all
those who have overstepped the boundary,
thus creating heretical groups?

The organisers of the “Great Council” are
governed to a large extent by the spirit of
Ecumenism and inter-religious dialogue. For
this reason, there is no use of the term
“heretic” in the presynodic texts! The
ORTHODOX CHURCH, however, is not
ECUMENIST. IT IS ECUMENICAL, IN TERMS OF
UNITY and not in SCHISMS.

With expectations and fifty years of
preparations, the “Holy Great Council”, as has
already been argued, cannot be and must not
be named “Ecumenical Council”. If such a
Council were in fact Ecumenical, then all the

Orthodox bishops who have significant
pastoral responsibilities should have been
invited too. This has not happened.

Therefore, the Council appears to have the
self-consciousness of a Pan-Orthodox Synod.

But in this case, why is such a broad
representation from the various local Churches

required? If representation from the
Autocephalous Churches were to match that of
the Church of Greece (40 people!), can you
imagine the problems (logistic,
communication, economic, etc.) that would
arise?

If, as it has been publicised, the “Great
Council” is to cost some millions of euro, can
you imagine how the impoverished local
people would be scandalised at a time of great
economic crisis?

The hype surrounding the “Great Council”
gives the impression at first glance that it will
address important issues. However, as we
mentioned, no issues on faith are included. It
has no intentions to deal with the dangers the
Orthodox people face from the various
heretics and the atheists, who almost
undisturbed are sawing the tree of Orthodoxy.

Issues such as marriage and fasting which are
on the agenda have already been addressed by
Ecumenical Synods. It is given that a Synod,
Ecumenical or not, cannot change the “limits”
that were set by the fathers of the previous
Synods.

Many are concerned that in regards to
marriage nothing will be done to salvage this
institution. It has been rightly written that
“the Gospel of the ecclesiastical experience
does not fall into the trap of discussing
utopias. However, it highlights the difference
between the marriage agreement and the
Sacrament of the Church”. Today, in the
Orthodox world, and already in our
motherland, the Sacrament of marriage has
been replaced by a “legal agreement”, a
“marital agreement”, a “Mayor’s signature”, a
mere “contract”.

Will the “Great Council” condemn those who
made a mockery of the Sacrament of
marriage? For instance, will a public leader
who “blesses” a “civil marriage” be considered
a member of the Church? Various regional
councils have condemned the “civil marriage”

Serious questions.

With respect to the issue of fasting, “the
importance and the keeping of fasting today”
(included in the daily articulation agenda), are
not given by the Holy Bible and the Fathers of
the Church? Are we going to be informed now
about the significance of fasting and how this
is observed by the faithful, sometimes with
accuracy and other times using discretion? We
really fear the danger of new disputes, new
break-offs and even new schisms emerging.

The day of PENTECOST, which was set as the
commencement of the “Great Council’s”,
functions, is a day of enlightenment by the
Holy Spirit and of unity. We warmly wish for
both, as members of the body of the Church
(of Orthodoxy). Amen.

They have degraded
the Divine teaching to the level of the sinful
man with his smallness, with his foolish
ambitions, with his interests, with his racial
selfishness.

In this way, these so-called churches have
ended up as earthly institutions just like all the
other institutions which aim at earthly
achievements. This is often done in the most
disgusting and satanic way to such an extent
that instead of attracting to Christ the lost
souls which thirst for salvation, they push
them away and throw them into atheism and
indifference for their soul. Thus, doing the
same as the Pharisees, whom the Lord
addressed enraged: “Woe to you, scribes and
Pharisees, hypocrites! For you shut up the
kingdom of Heaven against men; for you
neither go in yourselves, nor do you allow
those who are entering to go in”. (Matt. 23:14)

These so-called Churches are in reality
institutions of convenience formed in line with
the weaknesses and the sinful desires of
people. Guided by their practical mentality,
they attempted to remove from the teachings
of Christ whatever they considered to be
unacceptable exaggerations e.g. lack of
possessions; apathy; the complete dedication
to God which is the monastic life; the
withdrawal from the world, from the worldly,
from social and from political activities; the
spiritual; the neglect of the body etc. They
considered all of these as inhumane,
unachievable and beyond the capabilities of
man. Therefore, they compromised
Christianity with their weaknesses, forming a
convenient Christianity, that is, a false teaching
of Christ, modified in accordance to earthly
systems.

In other words, these Churches which modify
everything in order to easily attract the people
who cannot endure trials and spiritual
struggles, in reality do not focus on the future
life but focus on this present materialistic life.
They do not say the words of Apostle Paul “For
here we have no continuing city, but we seek
the one to come” (Heb. 13:14), but they say
the opposite: “We have no city to come, but
here we seek the continuing one”. For this
reason, their worship has taken a secular
character instead of the liturgical character of
worship of the Orthodox Church. Their liturgy
has taken a theatrical character; their
ecclesiastical music and art have lost the
liturgical and spiritual style and have ended up
as secular forms of art served by secular
people who have no connection to the religion
and to the Church.

In addition, these so-called churches which as
we said, are unrecognisable distorted forms of
the real Church of Christ, present themselves
as genuine Churches of Christ and with
demonic arrogance they want to control the
matters of the Christian faith in the world.
These false churches contest the leading role
in conventions because they have established
their headquarters in countries which have
political power and technology enabling them
to influence the world.

Oh luciferic impudence! The illegitimate ones
consider the genuine children of the Church as
illegitimate.

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and suffering to trouble the ones in whom the
Holy Spirit resides, as a sign that the Holy Spirit
resides in them.” And when Apostle Paul
asked Christ to rid him of some torment which
he suffered from, which he calls thorn, Christ
told him: “My grace is sufficient for you, for
My strength is made perfect in weakness” (I
Cor.12:9). In other words, “1 will not take away
the suffering but | give you strength to face it.
Because how else, would my strength be
revealed?”

In line with these words, Orthodoxy is blessed
to be persecuted. However, wherever there is
struggle for the faith, Christ is also present.
Christ said “The kingdom of heaven suffers
violence, and the violent take it by force”.
(Mat. 11:12).

During this evil era of materialism and
compromise, the Orthodox Church has lost her
heroic character and the humble knowledge
that she is the One, Catholic and Apostolic
Church and talks about Union. Union, this
eternal tune sung to the tortured Orthodoxy
by those who hate Her, “Her false brothers”,
who try to take advantage of Her agony.

THERE IS NO €QUAL TO OR
GREATER THAN ORTHODOXY

As it is known, for many years, extensive
talking is done by the clergy as well as by the
laity, regarding the topic of the “unification of
the churches”. However, the unification of
which churches do they mean? The Incarnate
God established one Church, which has a
Head, a Leader and a Founder, and not many
churches. Christ himself said: “/ am the true
vineyard...” (John 15:1). He didn’t simply say
He is “a vineyard” but “the vineyard” and
indeed the “true” one. And this Church is the
Orthodox Church. It is the Church about which
the Prophet David, inspired by the Holy Spirit,
said: “... look down from heaven and see, and
visit this vineyard (not these) which Your right
hand has planted” (Psalm 79:15-16). The Lord
spoke about “the vineyard” and not about
“the vineyards”.

Apostle Paul, the apostle of the nations, in his
Letter to the Ephesians (Ch. 5:25) writes:
“Christ loved the Church (not the churches)
and gave Himself for Her (and not these
churches) ...” Why? Simply because the right
hand of the Lord planted one Church which “He
nourishes and cherishes” (Ephesians 5:29).
Besides, this is what we confess in the ninth
article of the Symbol of our Faith when we say
“In One Holy, Catholic and Apostolic Church”,
not many. On this topic, Saint Nektarios writes
in his Holy Catechism on page 94: “When we
say one Church we mean the one and only
religious institution on earth, which was
founded and was inaugurated by Christ and
the Holy Spirit, and of which Christ is the
Head... 7, not the Pope.

Saint Nektarios in his book “A Historical Study
of the Church and the Holy Tradition” says:
“Those who have not been reborn through the
Divine Grace, which functions within the only

They do not
carry the seal of authenticity, because on one
hand, canons of the Ecumenical Councils are
being violated, and on the other hand, because
all this is being pursued in the absence of the
full agreement in the truth. There is also the
danger of creation of another schism in the
Orthodox Church which will cause sadness to
Christ, joy to Satan and loss of souls.

It would be good to firstly pursue the
unification of all of us sinners with God
through genuine repentance, and then
harmony and love among Orthodox Christians
and not with the stubborn, egotist, rationalist
and unremorseful heretics, with whom St John
the Evangelist of love, does not permit to even
exchange a greeting (B’ John 10).

Recently, from what is said, written and done,
it can be deduced that some bishops, clergy
and theologians think in an anti-Orthodox way
and, having failed in matters of faith, they
work intensively for the so called “unification
of churches”.

Unification with everybody ... with heretics by
nature and stance, papists, and protestants,
with more similar and worse, in the name of
the false love.

The primates who work in this way, who based
on the holy canons of our Church, are
favouring the Latins, the Protestants and the
Ecumenists, are also already deposed in the
conscience of the faithful Orthodox Christians;
they are rejected as they do not embrace the
evangelical, apostolic and patristic teaching of
the Orthodox Faith and Tradition, which is
taught at all times everywhere.

We have the obligation to be careful of all
those who deviated from the right faith and
who are adulterators of our blameless Faith,
remembering the words of Apostle Paul : “ If
anyone preaches any other gospel to you than
what you have received, let him be accursed”
(Galatians 1:9), as well as what Saint Ignatius
the Godbearer said: "Whoever does not talk
as it has been established, even if he fasts or
keeps chastity or can prophesise or can
perform miracles, is a wolf in a sheepskin who
works for the destruction of the sheep”.

Since the beginning, the Church of Christ has
faced traitors and Judas-like people in her
midst. However, there has also been a
plethora of brave confessors of faith, the
courageous defenders of the Lord’s group,
hierarchs, martyrs and confessors. Even today,
during our materialistic era, Jesus Christ has
His dedicated disciples. His Grace supports
and will continue to support people of great

clear horizon of our martyred Orthodoxy.

Orthodoxy survives and will survive unto the
ages of ages, because its Leader and Perfector
is the Theanthropos Jesus Christ, Who
stabilises and protects it, as the truthful mouth
of the Lord confirmed: “and the gates of Hades
shall not prevail against it” (Mathew 16:18).
However, there is one difference. It is possible
that many people who were born Orthodox,
will not die as Orthodox.

Many judge things numerically. They forget
that God is not found with the numbers, but is
found with those who possess the truth, even
if they are just a few. The final victory belongs
to those select few who possess the
unadulterated truth, the truth which is the
invincible God and His protection.

The sneaky and diplomatic efforts of the
Western “church” which functions like a
cunning fox, do not aim at learning and
rejecting her falsehoods, and with repentance
to return to the Church of the first centuries,
from which she broke away and fell into
delusion. Her aim is to succeed, if possible, in
the overpowering and the absorption of the
Orthodox Church. If she truly desires the
unification with the Orthodox Church, in God,
there is one way and path: Like the prodigal
son of the Gospel, to return in repentance,
genuinely rejecting the stack of her heretical
beliefs and respecting all which the seven
Ecumenical Councils rightly established
through the Holy Spirit.

This is what the Patriarch of Constantinople
Gregory the sixth brilliantly indicated in 1868
by saying: “Remove the addition if anything
was added, wherever it is; add whatever was
removed, if anything was removed from
anywhere; then without realising, all of us will
find ourselves at the same position as that of

the Catholic Orthodoxy”. And Saint Nektarios
says: “While the reasons responsible for the
split remain the same .. the unification is
impossible”.

Beloved, it is time that to be more vigilant for
the integrity of our Holy Faith should be our
priority, since without the True Faith we
receive no benefit from our good works, if
obviously there are any. In order to be saved,
through the Grace of God, we need to have in
our life both Orthodoxia (correct belief) and
Orthopraxia (correct practice), otherwise we
labour in vain, as Saint John Chrysostom also
says: “There is no use for a pure life if the
doctrines are corrupt, the same as that there is
no benefit if the doctrines are correct and the
life is corrupt.” And “Virtue is the precision of
the true doctrines and the correctness of life”.

Therefore, beware of the deceptive sermons of
the “unification of churches...!” and insist upon
our patristic traditions until death. And we
should not want to become latin-like, just as
much as our ancestors did not want to become
turkish-like.

We should always pray saying with faith: “God,
our Lord, strengthen the holy and blameless
faith of the Orthodox Christians to the ages of
ages”.

To the latin-like, the protestant-like and the
ecumenist-like, let us repeat the words of the
pillar of Orthodoxy St Mark of Ephesus the
Eugenikos: “There is no room for negotiations
in  matters of the Orthodox Faith”.
